  Percussion
Instruments:

Snare drum, Timpani, Keyboard percussion (Xylophone, Marimba, Vibraphone) and Multiple percussion set-up.
Official Regulations: Compositions for keyboard percussion are required to be played from memory. Using sheet music is allowed for all other instruments.

Candidates need to provide a copy of sheet music for the members of the committee. Competitors in the VI and VII category will perform their program in two rounds. The jury retains the right to choose the candidates who will proceed to the second round of the competition.

The categories correspond to the competitor’s age or music school/university grade level that the competitors are currently attending.

The competitors are allowed to perform in categories higher than their current school/university level or age. Competitors in the final category (VII) must not be older than 26 years, turned by May 1, 2024.
I  category (10 years and younger)

program length: 3-5  minutes
Perform a mini-recital of free-choice pieces on given instruments: snare drum, timpani, and keyboard percussion. In addition, the competitor may choose to perform one composition on a multiple percussion set-up.

The program may be performed solo or with an accompanist.

II  category (12 years and younger)

program length: 3 to 7 minutes

Perform a mini-recital of free-choice pieces on given instruments: snare drum, timpani, and keyboard percussion. In addition, the competitor may choose to perform one composition on a multiple percussion set-up.

The program may be performed solo or with an accompanist.
III  category (14 years and younger)

program length: 5 to 10 minutes
Perform a recital of free-choice pieces on given instruments: snare drum, timpani, keyboard percussion. In addition, the competitor may choose to perform one composition on a multiple percussion set-up.

The program may be performed solo or with an accompanist.

IV  category (16 years and younger)

program length: 12 to 15 minutes
Perform a recital of free-choice pieces on given instruments: snare drum, timpani, keyboard percussion. In addition, the competitor may choose to perform one composition on a multiple percussion set-up.

The program may be performed solo or with an accompanist.
V  category (18 years and younger)

program length: 15 to 20 minutes
Perform a recital of free-choice pieces on given instruments: snare drum, timpani, keyboard percussion. In addition, the competitor may choose to perform one composition on a multiple percussion set up.

The program may be performed solo or with an accompanist.
VI  category (Undergraduate students in their 1st and 2nd year of Bachelor’s Degree)
First round: 

Perform a 20-minute recital of the following pieces:
· J. S. Bach for marimba or vibraphone (e.g. a movement from a cello suite, violin sonata or a lute suite)

· A free-choice four mallet solo for marimba

· Two free-choice pieces for snare drum

· A free-choice piece for timpani (min. four drums)
Second round:

Perform a 15-minute recital of the following pieces:

· A free-choice multiple percussion set-up composition

· One (or more) free-choice composition for any instrument
The program may be performed solo or with an accompanist.
VII  category (Master’s students and undergraduate students in their 3rd and 4th Year of the Bachelor’s Degree)
First round:
Perform a 25-minute recital of the following pieces:

· Two movements of J. S. Bach for marimba or vibraphone (fast and slow movement)

· A free-choice four mallet solo for marimba

· Two free-choice pieces for snare drum

· A free-choice piece for timpani (min. four drums)
Second round:
Perform a 20-minute recital of the following pieces:

· A free-choice multiple percussion set-up composition

· One (or more) free-choice composition for any instrument

The program may be performed solo or with an accompanist.

Only listed instruments will be provided to the participants. Participants are welcome to bring their own instruments if they so wish.         

RULES AND REGULATIONS:
1. The competition is open to young musicians.
2. The competition will take place in Belgrade, Serbia in April 2024. The competition will include performance on the following percussion instruments: Snare drum, Timpani, Keyboard percussion (Xylophone, Marimba, and Vibraphone) and Multiple percussion set-up.
3. In order to prevent nepotism, candidates who are in a family relationship with some members of the jury and/or in current professional contact of any kind (starting two years prior to the competition) will not be allowed to take part in the competition.
4. The deadline for application submission is April 01, 2024 (postmark date will serve as proof).
5. Candidates are obliged to submit the following documents in a timely manner:
a. The application form filled out with printed letters, including the names of the compositions and the names of composers written in original form and the lengths of compositions.
b. A photocopy of birth certificate or a photocopy of the passport;
c. Short artistic biography including the names of the applicant’s instructors (between 2019 and 2024).

7. All candidates can pay participation on the day of performance.

8. Participation costs for the competition are:
1. for 1st, 2nd and 3rd category - 40 Euro
2. for 4th and 5th category - 50 Euro 

3. for 6th and 7th category - 60 Euro
9. The competition participants are in charge of covering their own travel and residence expenses.
10. The competition participants are obliged to cover the costs of professional accompanists by themselves.
11. Professional accompanists will be made available to all competition participants. The cost of a rehearsal is 30 Euro/rehearsal hour and 40 Euro/stage appearance (all payable in dinar equivalent value). Applicants who choose this option should send a photocopy of the piano sheet music for their competition program together with their application form no later than March 01, 2024.
12. The complete schedule of the competition will be posted on the competition’s website 15 days before the competition www.umbps.com 
13. The order of the performances for all the competitors will be made in alphabetical order according to the initial letter of the surname of the applicant. This principle will be valid during the whole competition. The Organizational Board has chosen letter “A” as the starting letter for the competition in 2024.

14. If less than 3 candidates apply for any category of the competition, the competition for that category may be canceled. In the case of a cancellation, the applicants will be informed about the cancelation and will be refunded no later than on April 15, 2024.

15. The competition jury will consist of an odd number of members (minimum 3, maximum 5). In the process of giving marks, an additional member (4th or 6th) or a deputy will replace the members of the jury whose interests clash with some of the competitors (family relationship or current professional contact of any kind during the period of two years prior to the competition).
16. In 1st, 2nd, 3rd and 4th category of competition disciplines, a maximum of six awards will be given (one 1st, two 2nd and three 3rd place awards) along with six diplomas for the 7th, 8th, 9th, 10th, 11th and 12th place, in VI and VII category (one 1st, one 2nd, one 3rd place awards) as well as three diplomas for IV, V and VI place.
17. The prizes/awards will be announced on the competition`s website 20 days prior to the competition.
18. The competition is a public event.
19. By taking part in the competition, the competitors automatically waive their rights for any radio and TV recordings, production of audio and video materials, and their distribution.
20. The decisions of the jury are unalterable.
21. In the case of a dispute, the only valid text of the rules is provided in Serbian language.
